Note From Mr. Peters on Graduation SBA Testing 

Dear Parents and Students of Jackson High School,  
 
There has been quite a bit of recent media attention given to state testing, and unfortunately some of it is misleading. Beca use understanding 
graduation requirements is so important, I would like to briefly clarify some key points:  
· Showing proficiency in English Language Arts (ELA) and Mathematics is still a requirement for graduation.  
· The legislature did not  eliminate the 10 th grade Smarter Balanced Assessment (SBA) as the first pathway to fulfilling that requirement. 
ā What the legislature did is create some additional òpathwaysó to showing proficiency in ELA and mathematics for students who are not suc-
cessful passing one or more of the State assessments. 
To clarify: 
1.      School districts are required to administer the Smarter Balanced Assessment in both mathematics and English language arts (ELA) 
to all 10th graders, and  
2.      Passing each of these assessments is the first òpathwayó among a set of multiple pathways to graduate. 
Although there are other graduation pathways, I want to emphasize that meeting standard on the SBA in both math and ELA is the earliest 
opportunity to satisfy the graduation requirements. It remains an expectation that all 10 th graders take the SBA.

2018-2019 Advocacy Wrap Up 

  

At the Washington State level, the legislative session for 2019 came to an end on time with some wins and some losses for education.  Changes 

in Levy authority will help fund programs but not salaries, so many districts are facing staff cuts this summer.  Only half of t he mandated training 

for para educators was funded by the State budget, leaving para educators in limbo. One big issue for local schools is the lack of delay on K-3 

class size compliance.  Schools donõt have the money to add teachers and classrooms to get the smaller class sizes and as a result, they will lose 

some of the education funding from the State.   For more details on the WSPTA Legislative priorities and how they fared this session, check 

out: 2019 WSPTA Legislative Priorities . Thanks to the WSPTA Legislative Chair for creating an easy to read document! 

At the local level, an update to the districtõs cell phone policy has been proposed and will be discussed at a meeting on May 24th, after this 

newsletter is in production.
