Scholarship Program Overview: The purpose of the Henry M. Jackson High School PTSA Senior Scholarship Program is to help JHS seniors further their education at the college, university, trade school, technical school, or junior college of their choice. 

The Henry M. Jackson High School PTSA is pleased to recognize graduating JHS seniors who exemplify excellence in academics, school pride, community volunteering, work experience, family caregiving and/or vocational program participation that shows personal involvement and growth by offering individual $1,000  scholarships. Scholarships will be awarded to graduating seniors who best meet the scholarship criteria outlined below. A check issued by Henry M. Scholarship Criteria:
· Applicant must be a graduating senior of the Class of 2026 at Henry M. Jackson High School (JHS).
· Applicant must have achieved a minimum cumulative unweighted GPA of 2.5 through the first semester of senior year. Applicant must provide a transcript from the school office/registrar that includes grades from the first semester of senior year.
· Applicant must use the scholarship to further education beyond the high school level at any college, university, trade school, technical school, or junior college.
· Applicant must have proven involvement in school, community and/or home obligation activities during attendance at JHS. Involvement can be in either elected or non-elected roles, or positions in any area of the school/community (i.e. ASB, athletics, clubs/organizations/activities, community volunteering, work, honors programs, Sno-Isle Program, family caregiving, ect.).
· Applicant must provide an original essay (500 word maximum) that addresses the following prompt:
Explain how you have grown personally and contributed to the growth of others at JHS or in the community at large during your time at JHS. Examples could include how you were supportive of others, provided opportunities, inspired change, initiated constructive programs, and/or showed effective leadership and compassion. Your response may include experiences from school, work, volunteering, extracurricular activities, vocational training, personal challenges or family commitments. 
Application Process: The following items are required for consideration:
· Completed and signed application 
· School Transcript: please request your transcript from the school office/registrar and allow 2-3 business days to receive it
· Original essay addressing the above prompt, submitted as a Word document (500 word maximum)
Completed applications must be submitted to jhsptsascholarship@gmail.com no later than 11:59 p.m. on Friday, March 13, 2026. Late and incomplete applications will NOT be accepted.
