PTA Reflections is a national student program that welcomes all
grades and abilities to be involved in the arts. Students reflect on
a common theme and create original works of art in any of the six
categories. Only original works are accepted. The categories are:

o Literature - works of fiction, nonfiction, poetry, short stories and lyrics.

e Music Composition - original musical composition, with/without words.

e Photography - color or black/white, including techniques: photogram,
retouched, montage, and multiple exposure.

e Visual Arts (2D and 3D) - collages, photographic collages, computer-
generated images, design, drawing, painting, printmaking, ceramics, crafts,
design, jewelry, kites, metal etching, mobiles, and sculpture.

® Film Production- original works, with/without sound, animation, narrative, doc-
umentary, experimental or music video/film.

e Dance Choreography - originally choreographed dance composition.

PTA Reflections Divisions

Participation in Reflections is organized by student division levels.
Student works are critiqued against others in the same division.
This allows recognition and judging of artworks by appropriate

developmental age and skill levels. The divisions are:
